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Energy Security

Considering that energy security and climate protection are
inseparable from human security and sustainable development,

Considering that energy security is determined by the access to the
following: geophysical, technical, financial and human resources,

Understanding that energy security reflects the differing and
sometimes competing interests inherent in the producer/consumer
dialogue:
For producers, energy security means securing down stream
markets and also enabling adequate investment for the
production and delivery of energy and power,
For consumers, energy security means the availability of
adequate energy and power supply at reasonable prices,

Considering that energy security is affected by natural disasters,
accidents, technical failure and lack of technical and scientific
development, as well as accidental or intentional human intervention,

North American and Transatlantic Cooperation

Considering that cooperation takes place mainly between the same
entities and that different degrees of integration and different
institutional set-ups exist within NAFTA and EU countries,

Energy and the Economy

Considering that the projected energy demand will increase by 50%
between 2005 and 2025, that 80% of the projected growth will come
from emerging economies and that 80% of the energy will come from
non-sustainable energy sources,

Considering that, based on the projections, efficiency gains will not be
able to overcome the growing demand for energy,



Sustainable/Non -Sustainable Energy

Defining sustainable energy resources as sources that do not produce
greenhouse gases, are permanently available, do not produce any
waste, and that include but are not limited to solar, wind, hydro,
geothermal, tidal, and biomass,

Defining non-sustainable energy resources as fossil sources and
nuclear energy,

The maijority of participants of the workshop “Independently
Dependent vs. New Ways of Cooperation — Future North American
and Transatlantic Energy Policies” agree to the following resolution:

Concerning energy security , we strongly suggest

» That a broad dialogue should be initiated between different actors
in the international community, from the political, business and
military communities to civil society including NGOs, academia,
etc. This will trigger effective cooperation and action while
enhancing global ownership among crucial actors on all relevant
political and socioeconomic levels.

Concerning North American and Transatlantic Cooperation , we
strongly suggest

» Fostering the willingness within the EU and North America to learn
from each other,

» The general objective of cooperation should be transforming the
energy systems towards more sustainability,

» Cooperation between different institutional entities in order to
encourage flexibility and openness (a good example for multi-level
cooperation is the International Carbon Action Partnership),

» Cooperation and exchange takes place between parliamentary
groups of all the countries and regional parliaments, mayors of
cities and civil society,

» Cooperation between non-governmental bodies and organizations,



Creating an organization for the exchange of best practices in the
energy sector between EU and NAFTA countries with three
functions:
1. Facilitation of technology exchange/sharing
2. Helping to introduce innovative systems, products and
services to markets
3. Organization of events and summits

- A board that represents all levels of cooperation should be
created within the organization.

That the North American countries consider copying the European
model of equity funds and structural adjustment funds to provide a
level playing field,

Extending North American and Transatlantic Cooperation to other
areas of the world (Asia).

Concerning energy and the economy , we strongly believe

That in order to achieve sustainable low carbon economies and
improve global justice with equality of opportunity between and
within nations by international cooperation, a conversation about
the paradigm for economic growth and a global regulatory
framework is necessary,

That in addition to investments in energy efficiency gains, we need
to invest in a new cultural paradigm and a new economic
paradigm, allowing for qualitative growth economies in the
developed world and smart growth economies in the developing
world.

Concerning sustainable energy sources , we strongly suggest

Management and facilitation of a transition from CO2- producing
energy system towards sustainable ways of energy production,
The creation of incentives for companies to invest in sustainable
energy,

Increasing taxes on non-sustainable energy sources in order to
align incentives to bring new systems of products and services to
markets and increase efficiency,

Fostering change for developing countries through decentralized



production and distribution and at the same time empowering

citizens,

No additional construction of nuclear power plants,
Criteria for the sustainable use of biofuels are defined.
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
